What is it?


Revision is a simplified VC (version control) utility that is designed to help you keep your data safe.  It is filled with options that will make your life easier and headache free.





Revision allows you to:


run a program like an archiver program (like pkzip)


specify a directory to be copied


to backup your data to a different location.


This can be done manually, on press of a button, or as an automatic event, by setting the timer to a certain interval.





What makes Revision different from all the other schedules is that it allows you to keep all of the backups, and not just the recent one, by providing an option to automatically change the destination’s name before making the backup so that all the files stay separate from the previous backups (see program for details).





Revision also supports multiple configurations so that you can easily work on several projects at the same time and not have to rewrite your settings between every project.





Use:





Just follow the easy to use menus and fill the data that you think is appropriate.





Version Control box:


This selection lets you select how the “Start File” is going to be incremented.


The Name Change box and the Start VC at box are dependent on it and should be self-explanatory.  Start VC at is not used is you select date-based increments.





Keep In Tray option:


This option lets choose where the program is going to go when you minimize the form.


If it’s checked - the icon is going to appear on the task bar.  By Double-Clicking on the icon, the Run button gets activated and the backup occurs.  Right-Clicking will show you a menu with the selections of things you can do





Auto Save Options option:


Makes sure you do not loose any settings that you have made.





Save Settings on Exit option:


Saves current settings when the program exits.





Beep on Run option:


Makes a program beep when the backup gets executed. (Just to notify)





Save and Reload buttons:


Save and reload the current configuration.

If you would like to just keep an updated version of your work, just set Version Control to “Keep name the same”.  And if you would like to only update files that were in the original ZIP file (so that the temporary files don’t get in), put -f into the Parameters box.





If you want to use arj instead, just change the Archiver box to C:\UTILS\ARJ.EXE, set the Parameters box to a and set the Start file to D:\BACKUPS\PROJECT.ARJ





(see the archiver’s help for more details on the parameters)





Warning:  even though Revision is a true 32bit program that supports long file names, some archivers do not.  To use them properly with Revision, if you want to use file increments, stick with the Increment by 1 option.  Or test it with one of the others first before using them in production environment.





Uninstalling:


If, for whatever reason, you do not want to keep the program, all you have to do is erase the directory from your hard drive and it will be gone like it was never installed.
